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On the Importance of Public Speaking for

Chinese University Students

In 2002 a friend of mine named Beth went to
Guizhou Province where she worked at an English
summer camp for one month. Today, 16 years later, |
have vivid memories of her telling me about her China
experiences.

Before leaving China she had a chance to spend a couple days in Beijing. | remember Beth telling about
one evening in Beijing during a dinner with a couple young business people. “We talked about the US and
Chinaand | asked why learning to communicate in English was such a priority.” One man answered, “If you
want to become the most powerful country in the world then you must learn the language of the country that
is currently the world’ s most powerful.”

| came to Chinathree years later and have been teaching English, or other subjects using English as the
teaching language since then. | quickly learned that regardless of what the young man who answered Beth’ s
guestion said, China’s god is really NOT to be the most powerful country or to be the greatest country in the
world. | learned that these are not China’s goals because, unlike many countries, China does not perceive
itself to be in competition with the other countries of the world.

| have also learned that China’s goal is to improve the lives of its people and as it moves on this path,
China seeks to do this in a manner that does not bring harm to other countries but hopefully brings about this
advancein amutually beneficial way. That is what the Belt and Road Initiative is about.

While Beth’s dinner companion may have been wrong about the reason for so many people learning
English, he was right on the need to learn it. But learning to speak English is not enough. You must learn to

speak it well AND you must learn to speak it confidently.
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And while Chinais not be seeking to become the most powerful, it is amazing how China has advanced
in the eyes of some in the world.

With the current trade war initiated by the United States, there are major questions about the importance
and future of trade relations. And as China expands the Belt and Road Initiative into many more countries to
help build new trading partners, English public speaking becomes increasingly important.

Similarly, with the US government challenging the existence of global warming, much of the world is
now looking to Chinato lead the way in combatting climate change.

For the past year | have been teaching public speaking to first year students at the University of the
Academy of Sciences. It is an elective course. Students do not have to take it but my students are all science
majors and the classes are packed. My students recognize that if they truly want to be scientists, public
speaking is critical for them.

So in finance and science, as well asin many other fields, the day-to-day conversations and negotiations
are going to require clear, well-spoken and confident communicators and much of that communication will
need to be in English. Those communicators will be the college students of today and tomorrow.

| have taught at Minzu University of China for 11 years and, as | said, | have been teaching at UCAS for
one year. But, here | am speaking to you. Thisis one of 50 Chinese universities | have been invited to speak
at, some of them many times. In my travels | always encounter students who lack confidence in their English
and are quick to apologize saying, “I am sorry but my oral English is not very good.”

| have been a public speaking coach and a judge at more nearly dozen English-language public speaking
competitionsin China. The difference between the many students | meet during my university lectures and the
students that | meet at these speaking competitions is that the latter NEVER apologize for their English
speaking. Their speaking is not perfect but they know what they need to do and they are confident that if they
continue to work hard and keep speaking, they will continue to improve --- just like China does. And that is
why studying English public speaking is so important for Chinese university students today.

Debating. What is debating? It is based on disagreement. When you get into disagreements, what do you
do? Do you argue? Do you debate?

We dl get in disagreements every day in our own lives but it’s important to remember thatsmart people
don’t argue, they debate.

The difference between the two is that an argument is a highly emational difference of opinion, where the
purpose is just to make the other person feel insulted and ashamed al in the name of making your point. A
debate on the other hand, is about using logic and reasoning to prove a specific point of view on a subject. Yet,
we often see people around us who like to argue when a simple debate will suffice.

This is something |’ ve been thinking about for quite some time, because | find my students in debates
every day and it isincredibly frustrating to engage in a debate with someone who is ignorant, arrogant and has
no clue as to what they are talking about. For those of you with sense, here are some keys to improve your

debating skills:

1) A Personal Point vs Factual Point

Never use a personal point to debate the validity of someone else’ s factual point. Never make the mistake
of doing this.if someone is speaking in factual generics, your point about what happened in your own life
doesn’t mean anything to anybody. Either you speak with facts or keep your mouth shut.
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An important key of debating is realizing thatyour point makes sense, so if theother personwants to get L"'""

",

2) Emotional Responses Are Typically Full Of stupidity i ;

worked up, it doesn’t change the truth, so remain calm and inform them after theirturn is done.Think about it
like thiswe ALL know 2 + 2 = 4. So if some onewas getting alloveremotional and raising their voice saying
you don’t know what you’re talking about, whatwould you do?You would probably laugh because that
person is arguing something they can’t possibly argue with any solid facts. Remaining calm is the best way to

not get dragged into a stupid argument.

3) Always Let The Other Person Speak

Never interrupt or try to cut off a person in the middlie of their point. Why?Because if you know what
you are saying is right, the more they speak is more materia they are giving you to make them look stupid.
Being able to effectively counter someone’s best points with reason and logic, delivered in a clear and

concise matter is the easiest way to shut someone up.

4) Don’t be Long Winded - Make Your PointsIn As LEAST Words As Possible
Now YOU don’t want to give the person more material to counter YOUR points with. Also, it’s
important to note that the more you talk, the higher chance you have of getting emotional and going off-track

and saying something stupid that will come back and haunt you.

5) The More References, The Better Y our Chances Of Winning Are

The reason most people lose debates is because they frequently rely on unsubstantiated opinions and
weak “facts” to support their position( %= 3 I A AL 13 7 3% ) . Always try to reference your main point
with something that someone else has already done. For example, to prove that many great scientists did not
at the beginning have a good working environment. Some even lacked the proper implements. You can say
that Madam Curies, the Polish scientist who discovered uranium, did not have a dedicated |aboratory; most of
her research was carried out in a converted shelter, formerly used by a medical school to dissect animals (—

A BEEBE R FEN B2 ). There was no air conditioning and not even waterproof.

6) You should be aware of the loaded questions.

Any guestion that anyone asks you may be loaded - and should only be answered by another question if
atal.

When engaged in a heated debate, if someone asks you a question, they are doing so as a desperate
attempt to get you to bury yourself by giving an answer that plays right into their hand. Typically these
guestions should be ignored, but if you must say something respond withyour own loaded question.
